What is Preview?



Preview runs from the
beginning of June to mid-July.
We typically have 23 2-day
sessions of Preview.

WHEN IS PREVIEW?

All incoming Freshmen plus any
guests they would like to bring
with them (parents, grandparents,
siblings, mentors, etc.).

WHO COMES TO PREVIEW?

Preview takes place all across
the campus- the Bone, Schroder
Hall, CPA, State Farm Hall of
Business, and Tri-towers to name
a few. Students will get to see
all areas of campus during
Preview!

WHERE DOES PREVIEW
TAKE PLACE?

Students will register for classes
and get their ID's, but just as
importantly they will make
connections to campus and
other students that will help ISU
feel more like home in the fall!

WHY DO STUDENTS
COME TO PREVIEW?

Preview is the
mandatory two day
in-person
orientation for
incoming Freshmen.



Students and their guests will:

Meet with an advisor to plan out and register
for fall classes
Meet with their academic department
Meet other incoming freshmen students
Get familiar with campus
Participate in sessions with a Preview Guide
to ask questions & learn about student life
Attend conference sessions and an expo fair
to learn about various offices on campus
Stay over night in a residence hall (optional)
Get their Redbird ID card
Eat in a campus dinning center

LEAD STUDENT SESSIONS

Lead the guests who are
attending Preview to their
sessions, make conversation
and answer questions. 

GUEST GUIDE

Greet students and guests
as they arrive to Preview.
Check them in and give
them the appropriate
materials and directions
for the day.

CHECK IN DUTIES

Work behind the scenes in
the office. Duties inclue
writing postcards to
students in your groups,
assisting in the main office,
and doing Professional
Development.

Applications live: January 18th-28th
1st round interviews: Feb 1st-Feb 11th 
2nd round interviews: Feb 24th-Feb 17th  
3rd round interviews: Feb 22nd- March 3rd  
Hiring decisions: March 4th
